Message from the Director General
to the world Day of the Environment — 2018
Beat Plastic Pollution
Dr. David Molden is the Director General ICIMOD

Arnica is Panday - a Temporary Regional Manager of the program Atmosphere, ICIMOD.
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The world united around the slogan “Beat Plastic Pollution” on World Environment Day. The slogan, motivated by increasing
awareness of the vast volume of plastic — discarded, bottles, bags, straws, and discarded items — that reach the world’s oceans,
draws attention to the impact of plastic on aquatic life. Let us take a moment to reflect on the relevance of the theme to our
mountains.
As mountain areas change, as manufactured goods and visitors from outside flood mountain villages, towns, and trekking routes in
increasing numbers, many places find themselves overwhelmed by indiscriminately discarded garbage. From the kora around Mt
Kailash to the slopes of Mt Everest, the natural beauty of these landscapes are blighted by unsightly piles of wrappers, bottles,
bags, and other garbage. The problem is even more acute in our cities.

Some of the garbage from our mountain areas make it into our river systems and eventually to the oceans. The bits that stay behind
in the mountains also cause severe problems — ranging from local soil and water pollution to dangerously high levels of air pollution
resulting from emissions caused by burning plastics. Unfortunately, the practice of setting piles of garbage on fire is very common in
the region and often done in the mornings and evenings when smoke spreads horizontally, into homes and lungs. Burning plastic
releases large quantities of toxins as well as black carbon, as we recently discovered in a study coordinated by the International
Centre for Integrated Mountain Development (ICIMOD). Black carbon warms the atmosphere and contributes to the melting of
Himalayan glaciers and snowfields.
The problem and its solutions can be found at several levels. First, garbage is poorly managed in many of our communities.
Compostable and non-compostable materials are not separated. Collection is unreliable and insufficient, so that much of the
garbage ends up piled on street sides where they burned. That garbage that is collected often ends up in poorly managed landfills
that leach out dirty water and emit large amounts of methane into the air, which also contributes to climate warming. ICIMOD’s
Transboundary Landscape Programme has been working with communities around Mt Kailash to set up locally managed garbage
management and sanitation solutions.
Second, there is a strong need for increased awareness and behavioural change. The theme for World Environment Day this year
discourages single-use plastic items. There are easy alternatives to using disposable cups, plates, cutlery, and straws, and plastic
shopping bags. It usually takes very little effort for someone to use a more sustainable alternative. What is needed is awareness
and a willingness to change habits.
Third, businesses can steer people towards more sustainable behaviour through their products and pricing. Often, the amount of
packaging on any product can easily be decreased without compromising the product itself. Hotels can provide bulk shampoo
instead of small single-use bottles. Increasing numbers of shops do not give out plastic bags for free anymore.
Fourth, local and national governments have a lot of power to change individuals’ behaviours to decrease the production of plastic
waste. Increasing numbers of places are banning single-use plastic and plastic bags outright while in other places, governments
have mandated that consumers pay extra for them.
As an intergovernmental organization working on issues of environment and sustainability from the high Himalaya all the way down
to the oceans, ICIMOD needs to set an example. As we mark World Environment Day, ICIMOD bans all single-use plastic and all
open fires from the ICIMOD campus as well as from all ICIMOD-organized events. We encourage all ICIMOD staff to pledge to do
the same in their homes.

On June 20, 2018, the international high-level conference on the international decade of action “water for sustainable
development”was held. The conference was organized to mobilize the efforts of governments, UN agencies, international and non-
governmental organizations, as well as other stakeholders for the effective implementation of the Sdgs related to water, as well as
the goals of the decade of water resources.
Researchers, practitioners, politicians and decision makers, as well as partners from Central Asia and around the world, have come
together to work in the water sector to share knowledge, best practices and ideas on sustainable water management under the
impact of climate change and in line with the water decade.
The forum's Declaration resulted in the development of a strategy for adaptation not only to climate change, but also an assessment
of the impact of climate change on mountain ecosystems, and its combination with the development of regional academic networks
to assess the large-scale impact of climate change on the economy, the risks associated with climate change, hydrological modeling
and capacity-building.

This year, IPROMO has focused on several aspects that contribute to the effective management of mountain areas in the bio-
economy, ranging from environmental and water conservation to income generation and food security. Special attention was paid to
the cooperation of local communities and authorities through a participatory approach.
A visit to the Aosta valley (in cooperation with the Institute of agriculture) provided participants with various examples of mountain
resource management. The course discussed the linkages between climate change and other global issues in mountain areas, and
formed working groups to allow participants to share their knowledge and establish a network of experts.
On the final day, participants received diplomas attesting to their hard work and dedication to sustainable mountain development.
The eleventh course of IPROMO was co-organized by the Secretariat of the mountain partnership / FAO, the University of Turin, the
University of Tuskia and the city of ormea.

The historical and cultural ties between Iran and the Caucasus were discussed at a conference in Yerevan
At the end of May an international scientific conference 'Historical and Cultural Relations between Iran and the Caucasus' was held
in Yerevan.
The conference was organized by the Institute of Oriental Studies of the Russian-Armenian State University (Armenia) with the
assistance of the Gilan University (Resht, Iran). The event featured 82 reports from Iran, the Netherlands, Russia, Armenia, Georgia
and the Czech Republic on the most pressing issues of history, oriental studies, ethnology, archeology and ethnic demography.
Dagestan was represented by teachers of the Dagestan State University and researchers of the Institute of History, Archeology and
Ethnography of the Dagestan Scientific Center of the Russian Academy of Sciences. Ruslan Seferbekov, Professor of the
Department of General History of the DSU, spoke about the ethnic composition of the cities of Dagestan in the post-Soviet period:
their current state and development trends (on the materials of the All-Russian Population Censuses of 2002 and 2010), the
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Associate Professor of the Department of Dagestan History of the DSU Timirlan Aitberov made a presentation 'Tahmasp-kuli -khan
Afshar (Nadir Shah) and Transcaucasian Avars ".
Other reports were also heard on the most pressing problems of history, Oriental studies, geopolitics, ethnology, archeology of Iran
and the Caucasus. For example, the report of the doctor of historical sciences, associate professor of the Islamic University Azad
(Iran) Hussein Ahmadi on the theme 'Education of the Republic of Azerbaijan: Interactions and Problems (1918-1920)' and the
report of the lecturer of the Russian-Armenian University Anton Yevstratov on 'The situation in Syria in the light of the prospects for
the clash in its territory of regional and world powers. '
The cultural program of the conference was reflected in the visit to the State Historical Museum of Armenia. In general, the
conference was held at a high scientific level. Such kind of scientific forums contribute to the strengthening of fruitful ties between
the scientists of the Caucasus, Iran, Europe and Russia, the further development of historical science.
